Your project will no doubt involve a substantial grant, if this is Historic England’s Repair Grant for Heritage at Risk or any of the Heritage Lottery Fund range of grants, then these are classed as Public Funds and you must follow certain rules when accepting this money.

If it is over 50% funded by either of the above you must demonstrate that you are getting 

£££ Value for Money £££

For the lead consultant, this will entail obtaining a competitive quote from the professional. You will need to get at least three written quotes based on their hourly time charge and a percentage fee for work of a given value (say 150-200k (may vary)). 

Stating over what time frame you think you will need their services (say within 18 months) This will be good then for 4-5 years of grant processing. 
Most grants dealing with Historic Assets (listed or otherwise) need to be supervised by an Architect, Surveyor or Engineer formally accredited in Building Conservation.
