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Loans are available to charities and social enterprises who wish to raise finance to help them achieve their longer term plan and future sustainability. Such as mortgage finance to acquire or expand premises, through to working capital requirements in order to achieve a specific goal. 

Thinking about loan finance for your organisation? 

Take a look at this checklist about what you will need to consider:

· What are your aims?

· How will a loan help your organisation to achieve its objectives?

· Do you have diverse and sustainable income streams? 

· Are you generating a surplus which will allow you to service a debt?

· Are you confident that the debt will not affect the fulfilment of your mission?

When you request to borrow you will be asked to provide information that enables the lender to understand your needs and assess your ability to repay the loan. The information requested will generally include the following and you may also be asked for further information:

· The amount and term of the borrowing along with the reason for borrowing
· A business plan, including a profile of your  charity / organisation
· A cashflow forecast, covering the term of the borrowing

· Details of the assets and liabilities of the charity / organisation
· Current / historical management accounts (e.g. profit & loss, balance sheet , cashflow statements)
